1.	WELCOME AND INTRODUCTIONS

District Councillor Francis reported that the FoDDC approved progressing to Regulation 18 consultation for the Local Plan. It was a split vote with the Chair using her casting vote to move it forward. 
Some new sites in Huntley have been added to the SHLAA. If all of these sites were developed, it would create approximately 1,000 extra houses in the parish. The latest extract from the SHLAA is below.
