1.	WELCOME AND INTRODUCTIONS
2.      	COUNCIL RECORDED ATTENDANCE as Parish Councillors Jenny Green, Jill Croxall, Mark Evans, Robert Watkins, Jeremy Rebbeck, Irene Walker, and one member of the public. 
3. 	APOLOGIES for absence received from Councillor Hill 
4.	DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST AND DISPENSATIONS - none
5.	PUBLIC SESSION – The Council is deeply saddened to learn of the death of John Eastwood, a former Clerk and Chair of the Parish Council. John served the community with dedication and commitment for many years. Our thoughts are with his wife, family, friends and all who had the privilege of working with him. 
6.	MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETINGS – The signing of the minutes of the 	ordinary meeting held on 3rd December 2025 is carried to the next meeting. 
7.	LEAD MEMBER REPORTS:  
A. PLAY AREA – repairs to the area of wet pour under the slide have deteriorated further. Contractor is waiting for a dry day to repair. Councillor Rebbeck to strap the wooden upright and fixing that has come away on the  climbing frame. The new bench has been placed in the Playground. Councillor Walker to provide Clerk with details of the Barrettine wood preservative for purchase in March.  
B. ALLOTMENTS – Council agreed action regarding tree clippings. Councillor Croxhall will place some in her green waste bin and Councillor Evans will distribute some under the hedgerow. Council will then decide on actions for the remainder. Councillor Evans to purchase a ‘no throughway’ sign for the Allotments. Councillor Evans to speak to the holder of a plot that has been neglected for almost a year and agree course of action. Clerk to write to other plot holders who have neglected their plots, requesting improvement by 28 February 2026. Failure to do so will result in the council giving notice to vacant their plots. 
C. PUBLIC RIGHTS OF WAY – DHU39 repair discussions continue with GCC Highways and County Councillor Graham. Quotes for the repairs have been received but funding remains an issue. FoDDC Planning has not yet responded to the issue of the commercial business running out of a residential property on Hinders Lane and that the commercial vehicles are damaging DHU39. 
Discussions with GCC Highways, GigaClear and O’Connor Utilities continue regarding the clearance of the ditch that runs alongside DHU39. The blockage is causing flooding to properties on Hillview Corner. 
D. TREES – Planting of trees has been postponed due to frozen ground. Councillors Green and Rebbeck to obtain quotes for compost and fungus.
