What is the precept spent on ? 
The precept funds essential services required within the parish and is the main source of income for the council. Other income comes from allotment rent and football pitch hire.  
Services provided by the council and paid for from the precept:
· Allotments – Grass cutting, general maintenance such as removal of fly tipping 
· Audit – internal and external auditor fees
· Benches – maintenance and replacement of parish owned benches 
· Biodiversity – increasing biodiversity in the parish
· Bus Shelters – maintenance and weekly cleaning 
· CCTV – maintenance 
· Clerk – salary 
· Defibrillator – maintenance, replacement of battery and pads 
· Dog Waste – provision of and emptying of dog waste bins, control waste licence 
· GAPTC – subscription. Provides legal advice, training, resources 
· Grass cutting – Recreation Ground, parish owned verges
· Hedge Cutting – parish owned hedges
· Information Commissioners Office – subscription. Required for GDPR and FOI
· Insurance – Public Liability, Employers Liability, Officers Indemnity, Fidelity Guarantee, Personal Accident, Hirers Indemnity  
· Playground and Muga – annual inspection by RoSPA, maintenance/replacement of equipment 
· Remembrance Wreath – laid on behalf of the parish 
· Room hires – for council meetings 
· Snow Plough operator ( when required) – to clear routes not covered by National Highways e.g. Newent Lane, Hinders Lane, Blaisdon Lane, A4136 
· Speed Camera – maintenance of camera and issue of speeding letters (via Police)
· Stocks – Repairs 
· Trees – annual inspection and ongoing maintenance of parish owned trees 
· War Memorial – repairs 
· Website and dedicated clerk email – legal requirement
